o Link ideas within paragraphs and sections of information using words, phrases, and clauses (e.g., in contrast, especially).
o Use precise language and domain-specific vocabulary to inform about or explain the topic.
o Provide a conclusion related to the information of explanation presented.
e Write narratives to develop real or imagined experiences or events using effective technique, descriptive details, and clear event
sequences.
o Orient the reader by establishing a situation and introducing a narrator and/or characters; organize an event sequence that
unfolds naturally.
o  Use narrative techniques, such as dialogue, description, and pacing, to develop experiences and events or show the responses of
characters to situations.
o Use a variety of transitional words, phrases, and clauses to manage the sequence of events.
o Use concrete words and phrases and sensory details to convey experiences and events precisely
o Provide a conclusion that follows from the narrated experiences or events.
e Produce clear and coherent writing in which the development and organization are appropriate to task, purpose, and audience.
e  With guidance and support from peers and adults, develop and strengthen writing as needed by planning, revising, editing, rewriting, or
trying a new approach.

o Use a comma to set off the words yes and no (e.g., Yes, thank you), to set off a tag question from the rest of the sentence (e.g.,
It’s true, isn’t it?), and to indicate direct address (e.g., Is that you, Steve?)
o Use underlining, quotation marks, or italics to indicate titles of works.
o Spell grade-appropriate words correctly, consulting references as needed. Knowledge of Language
e Use knowledge of language and its conventions when writing, speaking, reading, or listening.
o Expand, combine, and reduce sentences for meaning, reader/listener interest, and style.
o Compare and contrast the varieties of English (e.g., dialects, registers) used in stories, dramas, or poems.

flexibly from a range of strategies.

o Use common, grade-appropriate Greek and Latin affixes and roots as clues to the meaning of a word (e.g., photograph,
photosynthesis).
o Consult reference materials (e.g., dictionaries, glossaries, thesauruses), both print and digital, to find the pronunciation and
determine or clarify the precise meaning of key words and phrases.
e Demonstrate understanding of figurative language, word relationships, and nuances in word meanings
o Interpret figurative language, including similes and metaphors, in context.
o Recognize and explain the meaning of common idioms, adages, and proverbs.
o Use the relationship between particular words (e.g., synonyms, antonyms, homographs) to better understand each of the words.
