PROTOCOL AND IMPLEMENTATION PLAN FOR EMERGENCY ADMINISTRATION OF EPINEPHRINE VIA EPI-PEN

Re:  N.J.S.A 18A: 40-12.6 (PL 1997, C368)

The Rochelle Park Board of Education School Nurse shall have the primary responsibility for the administration of epinephrine, via a pre-filled single dose auto-injector mechanism (Epi-Pen), in an emergency situation.

The School Nurse shall designate, in consultation with Rochelle Park Board of Education, additional employees of the school district, who volunteer to administer epinephrine via a pre-filled auto-injector mechanism to a pupil for anaphylaxis when the nurse is not physically present at the scene.
The school nurse shall determine that the designees have been properly trained in the administration of the epinephrine via a pre-filled single dose auto-injector mechanism, using standardized training protocols established by the N.J. State Department of Education in consultation with N.J. State Department of Health and Senior Services.

The parents or guardians of the pupil consent in writing to the administration of the epinephrine via a pre-filled single dose auto-injector mechanism by the designees and shall provide the Rochelle Park Board of Education written orders from the physician or advanced practice nurse, stating that the pupil requires the administration of epinephrine for anaphylaxis.
The Rochelle Park Board of Education informs the parents or guardians of the pupil, in writing, that the Rochelle Park Board of Education and its employees shall have no liability as a result of any injury arising from the administration of the epinephrine to the pupil.

The parents or guardians of the pupil shall sign a statement acknowledging their understanding that the Rochelle Park Board of Education and its employees shall have no liability as a result of any injury arising from the administration of the epinephrine via a pre-filled single dose auto-injector mechanism to the pupil.  The parents or guardians shall indemnify and hold harmless the Rochelle Park Board of Education and its employees against any claims arising out of the administration of the epinephrine via a pre-filled single dose auto-injector mechanism to the pupil.

The permission is effective for the school year for which it is granted and is renewed for each subsequent school year upon fulfillment of the requirements of this document.

The parents or guardians are responsible for providing and replacing a pre-filled single dose auto-injector mechanism (Epi-Pen) containing epinephrine for the pupil.
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
