	Response is inappropriate to the content of the article.

	Required Information
	Report has all of the required information.  All sections are completed and contain the minimum amount of sentences.
	Report is fully completed but only one major section (summary or personal response) meets sentence requirements.
	Report is blank in more than one area.  Both of the major sections are lacking the required amount of sentences.  
	Report is rushed.  There are several missing areas and both of the major sections do not contain the required amount of information.
