7. How did the Alien and Sedition Acts weaken the Federalist Party?

8. What was significant about Jefferson’s victory in the Election of 1800?  What led to his victory?  How did this lead to a change in the Constitution?

9. Why was New Orleans important to “western” farmers?

10. What was the importance of the Kentucky and Virginia Resolutions?

11. What was the significance of the Supreme Court ruling in Marbury v. Madison?
